Dear Ms. Sole: 

This is a follow up to our telephone conversation concerning the above docket. The regulatory 
assessment fee (RAF) is due each year by January 30 for the previous year, unless the 30th falls on 
a weekend, then the due date is the next working day. For example, the 1999 fee was due January 
3 1,2000 and the 2000 fee was due by January 30,2001. 

Commission records show that as of this date, the 2000 RAF has not been paid. The 2000 
RAF retum is attached. Please complete and return it along with payment for the past due amount 
in hll .  The RAF is .0015% of the company’s total Florida gross revenues, or $50.00, whichever is 
greater. However, if the company owes only the minimum amount and if payment is postmarked 
by July 29, 2001, the 2000 total is $65.50 ($50.00 fee, $12.50 penalty, and $3.00 interest). The 
interest charge continues to accrue until paid. 

Since the Commissioners have not yet voted on this docket, the company has three options. 

(1) Cancel the certificate voluntarily - In order to be granted a voluntary cancellation, 
the company must: 1) write a letter requesting cancellation of the certificate and 
explain why (such as no longer in the payphone business); 2) pay all past due 
charges in full; and 3) pay the 2001 Regulatory Assessment Fee (RAF) or provide 
a date certain that it will be paid (such as 30 days from the date of the Commission 
Order cancelling the certificate). 

Do nothing - If the company does nothing to resolve this docket, the certificate will 2; 
be cancelled on the Commission’s own motion. All outstanding RAFs, including ‘;“ 
penalty and interest charges, will be turned over to the Comptroller’s Office for ;*> 

collection. In addition, Rule 25-24.5 1 1(5), F.A.C., states that “Only one certificate ? 
per applicant will be granted. A new certificate will not be granted to any applicant $ 
who has previously had a certificate involuntarily cancelled.” This means that if the 2 
company chooses this option, it could not reapply for a new certificate at a later date. 2 
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(3 1 Propose a settlement - There is normally a $500 fine imposed for this rule violation. 
It should be noted that just paying the past due amount will not prevent the 
company’s certificate from being cancelled. You need to write the Commission a 
settlement letter that must include the following elements: 

0 Docket number; 

0 A check for the past due amount in full; 

0 A statement that the company has taken steps to prevent Euture late payments of the 
regulatory assessment fees and what those steps are; 

A waiver of objection to the administrative cancellation of the company’s certificate 
in the event its offer is accepted and it fails to comply with the terms which it has 
offered. If, however, there is a factual dispute as to the manner or level of 
compliance with any provision in the settlement, Commission staff will bring the 
matter to the Commission for consideration; and 

Make a specific monetw settlement. 

Any settlement offer/correspondence should be addressed to Ms. Blanca Bay& Director, 
Division of the Commission Clerk & Administrative Services, Florida Public Service 
Commission, 2540 Shumard Oak Blvd., Tallahassee, FL 32399-0850. The proposed 
settlen~ent mount should not be paid at this time, instead only the past due regulatory 
assessment fee, plus penalty and interest charges should be paid. The settlement amount, 
if approved by the Commission, must be paid within 10 business days after the Commission 
Order is issued.

1.  WHEN TO FILE: For com anies which owed a total of $10,OOO or more of assessment fee for the preceding calendar year, this 
Regulatory Assessment Fee le turn and payment must be filed or postmarked: 

On or before July 30 for the six-month period Janu 1 through June 30, AA?D 
On OT before January 30 for the six-month period 1% I through December 3 1. 

For companies which owed a total of less than $lO,OOO of assessment fee for the preceding calendar year, this Regulatory Assessment 
Fee Retum and payment must be filed or postmarked: 

On or before January 30 for the prior twelve-month period January 1 through December 31. 

However, if July 30 or January 30 falls on a Sanuday, Sunday, or holiday, the Regulatory Assessment Fee may be filed or postmarked 
on the next business day, without penalty. 

FEES: Each company shall pay 0.0015 of its gross o erating revenues derived from intrastate business, as referenced in Rule 25-
