NOTICE PURSUANT TO LOCAL BANKRUPTCY RULE 202 OF CCSI'S COMBINED 
MOTlON FOR AUTHORITY TO SELL PERSONAL PROPERTY OF THE ESTATE AT 

AUCTION FREE AND CLEAR OF LIENS AND TO EMPLOY DOVEBID, INC. AS ~~~ ~ 

AUCTIONEER AND REIXIBURSE DOVEBID FOR EXPENSES UP TO $95,000 

TO ALL PARTIES IN INTEREST: 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN th3t Convergent Communications Services, Inc. ("CCSI") 
has filed the above refcrenced motion seeking an order autliorizing CCSI to sell certain of its 
tangible personal property no Ionger necessary for CCSl's current operations by public auction 
(the "Motion"). CCSI also IS requesting authority !o employ DuveBid, Inc. ("DoveBid") as the 
auctioneer to conduct the auction and to reimburse DoveBid for auction related expenses up to a 
maximum of $YS,000. 

CCSI currently has in its possession extensive personal property including without 
limitation computers, printers, monitors, scanners, routers. adtrans, servers, tools and technical 
equipment and office furniture, fixtures and equipment previously used in its operations and 
inventorics of computcrs. scmers. monitors. scanners, routers. wiring, connectors and othcr 
misccllaneous tcchniual equipment. parts and supplies prcviously held for sale to its customers. 

Portions o f  CCSl's pcrsonal property are subJect to consensual liens or other interests o f  
entities othcr than CCSI. However. a grcat deal of CCSI's personal property is largely 
uncncumbercd. In thc Motion. C'CSI IS secking to sell only the pcrsonal propc'rty owned by 
CCSI thdt is not subject to any conscnsual liens unlcss such licns ore in bona fide dispute (the 
"Uncncunibcrcd Personal Proper&"). CCSI brlicves and. therefore. asserts in support of this 
rcqucst. that the Unencumbcred Personal Propeny to be sold dt thc auction is subject only to 
non-consensual liens such as 1 3 1  liens whcrr the aggregate value of such liens 15 less than the 
aggregate balue of the property to bc sold. Conscquently. CCSI asserts that a salc free and clear 
of such licns is appropriate under Bankruptcy Codc 4 363(r). 

The Motion secks authority to sell all of CCSI'q Unencunibcrcd Pcrsonal Propcrtj 
located at [ I S  current officcs at 6892 S. Yostmite Street, Englcwood. Colorado or at 3 Dearcr 
warehouse located at 13100 E. 391h Ave , Suite I, Denvcr, Colorado by publ!c auction cxccpt fur 
the following property:
