3. The issues raised in this docket concern allegations of anti-competitive behavior and

practices of Sprint-Florida, Inc. The FCTA represents certificated ALECs who provide exchange



access and local exchange telecommunications services within the territories in which Sprint-Florida,
Inc. is the Incumbent Local Exchange Carrier.
