5. On September 6, 2001, !DS filed a Notice of intent to Request
Confidential Classification for the confidential information contained n its Second
Supplemental Responses to BellSouth’s Interrogatories Nos. 50, 59, 83, 92, 101,
and 103. In the Notice filed September 6, 2001, IDS inadvertently left out the
document provided in its Second Supplemental Response to Interrogatory No. 5,
which contains confidential information, and the Second Supplemental
Responses to Interrogatories Nos. 8, 35, 49, and 59 which contain confidential
information.

6. Because this information is required to be maintained as
confidential by IDS, IDS is now filing this Revised Notice of Intent to Request
Confidential Classification pursuant to Rule 25-22.006(3)(a), Florida
Administrative Code, in order to allow the Commission to take possession of IDS’
Supplemental Responses wiﬂ‘wout delay.
