says: 

Tampa Electric's answers to the Florida Industrial Power Users Group's 

("FIPUG") Third Set of Interrogatories and Third Set of Requests for Production of Documents 

are currently due September 20,2001. 

2. Travel disruptions stemming from last week's tragic events and remedial efforts 

following tropical storm Gabrielle, have affected key Tampa Electric employees involved in 

responding to FIPUG's discovery requests.
