TARIFF FORMAT SHEETS 

A. Sheet Numbering - Sheet numbers appear in the upper right corner of the page. Sheets are 
numbered sequentially. However, new sheets are occasionally added to the tariff. When a new sheet is 
added between sheets already in effect, a decimal is added. For example, a new sheet added between 
sheets 14 and 15 would be 14.1. 

B. Sheet Revision Numbers - Revision numbers also appear in the upper right comer of each page. 
These numbers are used to determine the most current sheet version on file with FPSC. For example, 
the 4th revised Sheet 14 cancels the 3rd revised Sheet 14. Because of various suspension periods, 
deferrals, etc., the FPSC follows in their tariff approval process, the most current sheet number on file 
with the Commission is  not always the tariff page in effect. Consult the Check Sheet for the sheet 
currentiy in effect. 

C. Paragraph Numbering Sequence - There are nine levels of paragraph coding. Each level of coding 
is subservient to its next higher level.

Authorization Code - A numerical code, one or more of which are available to a customer to enable 
h i d e r  to access the carrier, and which are used by the carrier both to prevent unauthorized access to 
its facilities and to identify the customer for billing purposes.

SECTXON 2 - RULES AND REGULATIONS 

2.1 Undertaking of the Company 

The Company's services and facilities are furnished for communications originating at specified 
points within the state of Florida under terms of this tariff. 

The Company's installs, operates and maintains the communications services provided herein in 
accordance with the terms and conditions set forth under this tariff. It may act as the customer's 
agent for ordering access connection facilities provided by other carriers or a customer's location 
to the Company's network. The customer shalt be responsible for all charges due €or such 
service arrangement. 

The Company's services and facilities are provided on a monthly basis unless ordered on a 
longer-term basis, and are available twenty-four hours per day, seven days per week. 

2.2 Limitations 

3.2.1 Service is offered subject to the availability of facilities and provisions of this tariff. 

2.2.2 The Company's reserves the right to discontinue fbrnishing service, or limit the use of 
service necessitated by conditions beyond its control: or when the customer is using 
service in violation of the law or the provisions of this tariff. 

2.2.3 All facilities provided under this tariff are directly controlled by the Company and the 
customer may not transfer or assign the use of service or facilities, except with the 
express written consent of the Company. Such transfer or assignment shall only apply 
where there is no intemption of the use or location of the service or facilities. 

2.2.4 All regulations and conditions contained in this tariff shall apply to all such permitted 
assignees or transferees, as well as all conditions for service.

2.2.5 Customers reselling or rebilling services must have a Certificate of Public Convenience 
and Necessity as an interexchange carrier from the Florida Public Service Commission. 

2.3 Liabilities o f  the Company 

2.3. I The Company's Iiability arising out of mistakes, interruptions, omissions, delays, 
errors, or defects in the transmission occurring in the course of furnishing service or 
facilities, and not caused by the negligence of its employees or its agents, in no event 
shall exceed an amount equivalent to the proportionate charge to the customer for the 
period during which the aforementioned faults in transmission occur, unless ordered by 
the Commission. 

2.3.2 The Company shall be indemnified and held harmless by the customer against: 

(A) Claims for libel, slander, or infringement of copyright arising out of the 
material, data, information, or other content transmitted over the Company's 
facilities. 

(€3) All other claims arising out of any act or omission of the customer in 
connection with any service or facility provided by the Company.

No 
refund or credit will be made for the time that the Company stands ready to repair the 
service and the subscriber does not provide access to the Company for such restoration 
work. 

No credit shall be allowed for an interruption of a continuous duration of less that 
twenty-four hours after the subscriber notifies the Company. 

The customer shall be credited for an interruption of more than twenty-four as follows: 

Credit Formula: 

Credit=A/720 x C 

"A" - outage time in hours 
"B" - each month is considered to have 720 hours 
"C" - total monthly charge for affected facility
