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Since April 18, 2001, Winstar Wireless, Lnc. (“Winstar”), a carrier authorized tow 
provide intrastate local and interexchange services, has been operating under Chapter 1 
of the U.S. Bankruptcy Code. During this time, Winstar has been restructuring its 
operations in order to keep its business operational and to maintain service to existing 
customers. 

Winstar is pleased to notify the Commission that on December 19, 2001 the 
United States Bankruptcy Court for the District of Delaware issued an Order authorizing 
the sale of substantially all of Winstar’s assets to IDT Winstar Acquisition, Inc., a 
subsidiary of IDT Corporation. The Order assures that no interruption of service to 
Winstar customers will occur.
