The Florida Competitive Carriers Association (FCCA), pursuant to rule 28­

The FCCA has attempted to contact the other parties to this docket in 

regard to this motion. The FCCA represents that MCI, KMC, ITC*DeltaCom, Xspedius, 

Sprint and FDN have no objection to the motion and that Allegiance takes no position on 

the motion, The other parties have not yet responded to FCCA’s request for their position 

on the motion.
