ORDER GRANTING IDS' MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

On December 23, 2003, IDS Telecom LLC (IDS) filed its Complaint against BellSouth 
Telecommunications, hc.  (BellSouth) for Overbilling and Discontinuance of Service and a 
Petition for Emergency Order Restoring Service. On December 30,2003, IDS filed an Amended 
Complaint for Overbilling and Discontinuation of Service and Petition for Emergency Order 
Restoring Servicei On January 9,2004, BellSouth filed its Motion for Extension of Time to file 
its response to DS' complaint: On January 16, 2004, BellSouth filed its Partial Motion to 
Dismiss and Answer. On January 23, 2004, IDS filed its Unopposed Motion for Extension of 
Time.

In its Motion, IDS asserts that based on the issues raised in BellSouth's Motion to 
Dismiss and Answer, as well as a desire on the part of all counsel to narrow the issues raised in 
the Complaint and Motion to Dismiss, it desires an extension of time within which IDS must 
respond to BellSouth Motion to Dismiss and Answer. IDS states that it had contacted 
BellSouth's counsel and BellSouth had no objection to granting the Motion for Extension of 
Time. 

IDS has stated good cause for granting the Motion for Extension of Time. Thus, the 
Motion for Extension of Time shall be granted. Accordingly, IDS shall have a fourteen (14) day 
extension or until February 6,2004 to file its response.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW

not affect a substantially interested person's right to a hearing, 

Any party adversely affected by this order, which is preliminary,, procedural or 
intermediate in nature, may request: (1) reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25- 
22.0376, Florida Administrative Code; or (2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in 

of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for reconaideration shall be filed with the Director, 
Division of the Commission Clerk and Administrative Services, in the form prescribed by Rule 
25-22.060, Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, procedural or 
intermediate ruling or order is available if review of the final action will not provide an adequate 
remedy. Such review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described above, pursuant 
to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
