This type of data for Sprint's
competitors is not publicly available; therefore, disciosing this data to the
public would put Sprint at a disadvantage relative to its competitors, thereby
harming Sprint.

This document identifies the locations or routes where Sprint either uses (1) dark
fiber from BellSouth on a UNE basis, (2) its own facilities, and (3) fiber leased
from third parties to connect loops that terminate in the collocation to a Sprint
switch. It also shows detailed information about the manner in which Sprint routes
traffic on certain routes and whether Sprint leases, self-provisions or uses
BellSouth UNEs on those routes. It reflects some or all of the following
information: CLLI codes, street addresses, cities, own or lease and third party
fiber providers, capacity and number of circuits and amounts in use. This data
shows detailed components of Sprint's network and how it has configured its
network to provide CLEC services to customers and potential customers in
Florida. This type of data can be used to determine Sprint's plans and abilities to
compete for customers in the telecommunication markets. This type of data for
