2.4 Interruption of Service

2.4.1

Credit allowance for the interruption of service which is not
due to the Company's testing or adjusting, negligence of the
customer, or due tp the failure of channels or equipment
provided by the customer, are subject to the general liability
provisions set forth in Subsection 2.3.1. It shall be the
customer's obligation to notify the Company immediately of
any service interruption for which a credit allowance is
desired. Before giving such notice, the customer shall
ascertain that the trouble is not being caused by any action
or omission by the customer within his control, or equipment,
if any, furnished by the customer and connected to the
Company's facilities. No refund or credit will be made for the
time that the Company stands ready to repair the service and
the subscriber does not provide access to the Company for such
restoration work.

No credit shall be allowed for an interruption of a continuous
duration of less than twenty-four hours after the subscriber
notifies the Company.

The customer shall be credited for an interruption of more than
twenty-four hours as follows:

2.7 Advance Payments
For customers whom the Company feels an advance payment is necessary, the
Company reserves the right to collect an amount not to exceed one (1)
month's estimated charges as an advance payment for service. This will be
applied against the next month's charges and if necessary a new advance
payment will be collected for the next month.

2.8 Taxes
All state and local taxes (l.e., gross receipts tax, sales tax, municipal
utilities tax) are listed on customer bills as separate line items and are
not included in the quoted rates.

The customer's long distance usage charge is based on the actual
usage of the Company's network. Usage begins when the called party
picks up the receiver, (i.e. when 2 way communication, often referred
to as "conversation time" is possible.). When the called party picks
up is determined by hardware answer supervision in which the local
telephone company sends a signal to the switch or the software
utilizing audioc tone detection. When software answer supervision is
employed, up to 60 seconds of ringing is allowed before it is billed
as usage of the network. A call is terminated when the calling ox
called party hangs up.

Conextel Long Distance Service

Conextel Long Distance Service is offered to residential and
business customers. The service permits direct dialed
outbound calling at a single per minute rate. Service is
provided from presubscribed, dedicated or shared use access
lines. Calls are billed in one minute increments. No monthly
recurring charges or minimum monthly billing requirements
apply.

Conextel 800/888 (Inbound) Long Distance Service

Conextel 800/888 (Inbound) Long Distance Service is offered to
residential and business customers. The service permits
inbound 800/888 calling at a single per minute rate. Service
is provided from presubscribed, dedicated or shared use access
lines. Calls are billed in six second increments, with a six
second minimum call duration. A $10.00 minimum monthly
billing requirement applies. Customers whose monthly usage is
less than the minimum will be billed the minimum amount.

Conextel Calling Card Service

Conextel Calling Card Service is a calling card service
offered to residential and business customers who subscribe to
the Conextel Long Distance Service calling plan. Customers
using the Carrier's calling card service access the service by
dialing a 1-800 number followed by an account identification
number and the number being called. This service permits
subscribers utilizing the Carrier’s calling card to make calls
at a single per minute rate. Calls are billed in one (1)
minute increments after the initial minimum period of one (1)
minute. There are no nonrecurring or monthly recurring
charges.

Operator Services

The Company'’s operator services are provided to residential
and business customers who "presubscribe" to this service for
intrastate calling. Operator services include the completion
of collect, station-to-station, person-to-person, third party
billing and credit card calls with the assistance of a Carrier
operator. Each completed operator assisted call consists of
two charge elements (except as otherwise indicated herein):
(i) a fixed operator charge, which will be dependent on the
type of billing selected (e.g., calling card, collect or
other) and/or the completion restriction selected (e.g.,
station-to-station or person-to-person); and (ii) a measured
usage charge dependent upon the duration, distance and/or time
of day of the call.

Operator Dialed Surcharge

This surcharge applies to calls when the customer has the
capability of dialing all the digits necessary to complete a
call, but elects to dial only the appropriate operator code
and requests the operator to dial the called station. The
surcharge does not apply to:

1) Calls where a customer cannot otherwise dial the
call due to defective egquipment or trouble on the
Conextel Communication, Inc. network; and

2) Calls in which a Company operator places a call
for a calling party who is identified as being
handicapped and unable to dial the call because
of his/her handicap.

The Operator Dialed Surcharge applies in addition to any other
applicable operator charges.

Payment of Calls
4.6.1 Late Payment Charges

A late payment Charge of 1.5% per month will be assessed on all
unpaid balances more than thirty days old.

4.6.2 Return Check Charges

A return check charge of $25.00 will be assessed for checks returned
for insufficient funds if the face value does not exceed $50.00,
$30.00 if the face value does exceed $50.00 but does not exceed
$300.00, $40.00 if the face value exceeds $300.00 or 5% of the value
of the check, which ever is greater.

Restoration of Service

A reconnection fee of $25.00 per occurrence is charged when service is
re-established for customers who had been disconnected for non-payment.

Special Promotionsg

The company will, from time to time, offer special promotions to its
customers waiving certain charges. These promotions will be approved by
the FPSC with specific starting and ending dates, and be made part of this
tariff.

Special Rates For The Handicapped

4.9.1. Telecommunications Relay Service

For intrastate toll calls received from the relay service, the
Company will when billing relay calls discount relay service calls
by 50 percent off of the otherwise applicable rate for a voice
nonrelay call except that where either the calling or called party
indicates that either party is both hearing and visually impaired,
