5. The Court has scheduled other hearings in this case for April 27, 2004 at
10:00 a.m. Consequently, an expedited hearing on the Motion on April 27, 2004 at 10:00

a.m. will create efficiencies in this case.
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WHEREFORE, the Trustee respectfully requests that the Court schedule a hearing
on the Motion, on an expedited basis, for April 27, 2004 at 10:00 a.m. and permit the

Trustee to issue notice as provided for in the Order annexed hereto.
