106.107, and Mr. Sloan has acquired or will acquire actual knowledge of the factual and legal
issues involved insofar as his representation of the Coalition and its members is concerned in the
above-referenced proceeding.

Coalition requests that Mr. Sloan be permitted to appear as qualified representatives on its

behalf.
