GENERAL INFORMATION - These Rules and Regulations are a part of the rate schedules and
applimﬁonsandcomrachofmeCompa'lyand in the absence of specific writlen agreement to the
contrary, apply without modifications or change to each and every Customer to whom the Company
renders water service.

The Company shall provide water service to all Customers requiring such service within its Certificated
territory pursuant to Chapter 25-30, Florida Administrative Code and Chapter 367, Florida Statutes.

POLICY DISPUTE - Any dispute between the Company and the Customer or prospective Customer
regarding the meaning or application of any provision of this tariff shall upon writien request by either
parly be resolved by the Florida Public Service Commission.

APPLICATION - In accordance with Rule 25-30.310, Florida Administrative Code, a signed
application is required prior to the iniliation of service. The Company shall provide each
Applicant with a copy of the brochure entitled “Your Water and Wastewater Service,” prepared
by the Florida Public Service Comwnission.

APPLICATIONS BY AGENTS - Applications for water service requested by firms, partnerships,
assoclations, corporations, and others shail be rendered only by duly authorized parties or

agents.

REFUSAL OR DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE - The Company may refuse or discontinue
water service rendered under application made by any member or agent of a household,
organization, or business in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code.

EXTENSIONS - Extensions will be made to the Company’s facilities in compliance with
Commission Rules and Orders and the Company’s tariff.

TYPE AND MAINTENANCE - In accordance with Rule 25-30.545, Florida Administrative Code,
the Customer’s pipes, apparatus and equipment shall be selected, installed, used and
maintained in accordance with standard praclice and shall conform with the Rules and
Regulations of the Company and shall comply with all laws and govemmental regulations
applicable to same. The Company shall not be responsible for the maintenance and operation
of the Cusiomer’s pipes and faciities. The Customer expressly agrees not to utilize any
appliance or device which is not properly constructed, confrolled and prolected or which may
adversely affect the wsaler service. The Company reserves the right fo discontinue or withhold
water service to such appearaliss or device.

DELINQUENT BILLS - When it has been determined that a Customer is delinquent in paying
any bill, waler service may be discontinued after the Company has mailed or presented a
written notice to the Customer in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Adminisirative Code.
