Original Commission decisions addressed ECS through 

the Gadsden County Board of County Commissioners f o r  EAS and 

also with an investigation between the Quincy Telephone Company 

authorized return on equity and earnings. 

What's the criteria for ECS (sic.)? When a request 

f o r  EAS - -  excuse me, EAS. When a request f o r  EAS was received 

by the Commission, if the plan resulted in an increase in 

rates, a survey of the affected customers was made by the

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company. These customers would be allowed to vote for or 

against the proposal. A n d  the route w a s  approved if the 

majority of the customers voted favorably or 40 percent of all 

of the ballots were returned. 

What we're here today is to address what are some of 

the alternatives of EAS. Well, if it was voted down by the 

customers, then the Commission would consider alternatives such 

as ECS or any other similar plans. 

Currently there are approximately 900 plans of ECS,  

and in some later slides you'll see a company breakdown of 

those. 

Next Mr. Maduro will talk about ECS routes and 

competitive or their noncompetitive nature. 

MR. MADURO: Good morning, Commissioners. E C S  

routes, competitive or noncompetitive? Prior to 1995 ECS 

routes were determined to be local services and was the 

exclusive right and responsibility of the local exchange 

companies. 

In 1995 the Florida Legislature revised Chapter 

364 by allowing and encouraging competition by local exchange 

carriers. 

In May of 1994 the Commission issued an order 

acknowledging the Legislature's directive for competition. The 

Commission ordered that interexchange companies may carry the 

same type of traffic on routes they carry presently or in the 
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future. 

Local exchange company routes, ECS routes in Florida. 

Currently there a re  approximately, approximately 900 ECS routes 

in Florida. T h e  routes are as follows: BellSouth, 315; 

Sprint, 275; GT Corn, 174; Verizon, 92; AllTel, 31; NEFCOM, 8; 

Smart City Telecom, 5; f o r  a total of 900. 

Florida rate centers. There are presently 281 rate 

centers in Florida. Seven of the rate centers located in the 

Florida Keys were converted i n t o  one mega rate center called 

the KEYS. Also, Sprint established the Weirsdale rate center, 

which is located in central Florida. 

That concludes my presentation, and n o w  Mr. Rojas  

will talk about statutory and rule provisions. 

MR. ROJAS: There are several s t a t u t e s ,  Commission 

r u l e s  and pas t  Commission decisions that address extended 

calling service and extended area. 

Chapter 364.02 of the Florida Statutes defines basic 

l o c a l  telecommunications service and reads  in part that, for a 

local exchange telecommunications company, such term shall 

include any extended area service routes, and extended calling 

service i n  existence or ordered by the Commission on or before 

July lst, 1 9 9 5 .  This implies that a l l  new EAS, ECS after 

July lst, 1995, is not to be considered basic service within 

the meaning of t h e  statute, but rather nonbasic service as 

provided in 364.02 ( 9 )  . 

FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION 
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364.025 (1) defines universal service and reads in 

part, until January 1, 2009, each local exchange 

telecommunications company shall be required to furnish basic 

l oca l  exchange telecommunications service to any person 

requesting such service within the company's service territory. 

Chapter 364.385 was implemented to designate 

additional EAS routes to be considered as basic service and set 

t h e  legal treatment for addressing applications t h a t  fell 

between March lst, 1995 - -  the March l s t ,  1995, cutoff date by 

the Legislature and the January lst, 1996, implementation date. 

Several of the Commission rules that still, that 

still address EAS and ECS, we have 25-4.042, which addresses 

the actual extended area service. 

2 5 - 4 . 0 6 3  addresses subscriber surveys, and that's 

what Mr. Maduro had addressed earlier in allowing customers to 

choose. 

Rule 2 5 - 4 . 0 6 4  lists several alternatives to 

nonoptional extended area service. 

Several past Commission decisions that have addressed 

ECS and EAS, first is Order Number PSC-96-1536-FOF-TL. This 

was issued December 17th, 1996, in Docket 961266. And it 

states in part, any requests for EAS or ECS filed after 

July lst, 1995, that are implemented become part of nonbasic 

service. Since EAS or ECS requested after July lst, 1995, 

would become a nonbasic service, the Commission is without 

FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION 
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3AS or E C S .  Thus, whether to implement an EAS or ECS request 

is a decision f o r  the price-regulated LEC rather than for the 

'ommission. 

The next order that addresses past Commission 

decisions is Order Number PSC-96-0394-FOF-TL, issued March 

20th, 1996, in Docket Number 951097. The order states in part, 

based upon the revisions to Chapter 364, no new EAS or ECS 

applications based on the old law will be considered for those 

companies that have elected to be price regulated. EAS or ECS 

that can be implemented after that date must be under the terms 

of the new law. It is clear that requests for EAS or ECS filed 

after July l s t ,  1995, t h a t  are implemented, if any, become p a r t  

of nonbasic service. Since EAS o r  ECS requested after 

July lst, 1995, would become nonbasic service, there's no 

express statutory authority t o  require the price-regulated 

local exchange companies to implement EAS or ECS. 

whether to implement an EAS or ECS request is a decision for 

the price-regulated LEC rather than f o r  the Commission.

BellSouth h a s  noticed staff that approximately 50 ECS 

rou tes  in the panhandle may be converted to EAS. 

Sprint proposed in the December 2003 rate rebalancing 

locket that the company will offer five free ECS calls. If you 

nave any questions pertaining t o  the conversions, a 

representative for each company will be ready to respond to 

four inquiry. 

The second slide highlights the three-year trend f o r  

ECS revenues, and offers some plausible explanations for 

understanding the trend. In the l as t  three years, ECS revenues 

lave decreased an average of approximately 3 9 . 0 3  percent for 

msiness customers and decreased on average over that time 

?eriod 3 9 . 5 2  percent for residential Customers. 

What are the reasons for the declining trend? First, 

there is the issue about bundled package offerings; second, 

direless; and, third, toll calling alternatives. 

Market forces are impacting ECS calling. And the 

graph t h a t  you have before you, we're looking at h o w  bundling 

has been occurring in Florida over t h e  time period 2002 to 

2 0 0 3 .  The majority of Florida telephone subscribers prefer 

FLORIDA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION 
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bundled services. 

In March 2 0 0 4 ,  54 percent of respondents were 

actually purchasing bundled l o c a l  and l o n g  distance services. 

Next, wireless. Between 2002 and 2003 in the above 

graph we see that wireless penetration rates have steadily 

increased in Florida. In March 2004, 64 percent of respondents 

were wireless customers. 

The next graph looks  at toll calling alternatives. 

Over 4 9  percent of respondents most often make long distance 

calls using means other than their home phones. 

Almost 31 percent of respondents most often use their 

wireless phones to make long distance calls. 

Approximately 8 9  percent of respondents in 2003 have 

tried various means to save money on long distance calls. 

Two-thirds of these respondents noticed a reduction in their 

phone bill as a result. 

A substantial number of those that primarily use home 

phones for long distance are purchasing bundled services.

ROJAS: I believe that 364.385 was the conversion 

process. T h e  Legislature - -  there was some, some lack of 

clarification between the dates that the Legislature wanted the 

cutoff, and March 1st was the cutoff date for applications; 

whereas, July 1st was the beginning of implementation. So 

there was a window there. But all new proceedings were to be 

governed by t h e  new law as opposed to the old law. 

COMMISSIONER JABER: Okay. So then j u s t  to - -  since

On the other hand, businesses wanted EAS or ECS as a
