At the present time, there are no definite plans for developments in the proposed 
extended areas that the applicant is requesting. However, there seem to be several 
prominent nationwide and statewide developers that are making inquiries and are 
prepared to do feasibility studies in and around Indiantown. Since the applicant's 
proposed extended areas are already designated by Martin County as being in the 
Indiantown Urban Service District, the applicant would like to make these adjustments to 
conform the existing PSC service area to the Urban Service District designated service 
area. This would allow the applicant to readily serve any future developments in these 
areas. 



EXHIBITB 

To the best of the applicant's knowledge, the provision of water and wastewater service in 
the territory sought to be added to the Certificates 387-Wand 331-S will be in 
substantial compliance with the water and wastewater sections of the Martin County 
Comprehensive Plan, at the time this application is filed . 

Chapter 10 of the comprehensive plan is entitled, "Sanitary Sewer Services Element."

This statement has been made after counsel for Indiantown Company reviewed the 
Martin County Comprehensive Plan at the Department of Community Affairs (DCA), 
Tallahassee, Florida, along with DCA employee, Roger Wilburn, and reported the results 
of the review to applicant.
