Florida Power & Light Company (TPL”), by and through its undersigned counsel, and 

pursuant to Rules 1.3 10(b)(5) and 1.350, Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, hereby files the following 

Responses and Objections to Southeastem Utility Services, 1nc.k (“SUSI’’) Notice of Taking 

Depositions Duces Tecum filed in this docket on May 14, 2004, a copy of which is attached hereto 

as Exhibit A. All document requests that are not subject to FPL’s Specific Objections below will 

be made by available by FPL for inspection and review by SUSI at FPL’s general office at 9250 

West Flagler Street, Miami, Florida, during regular business hours, 8:OO a.m. to 5:OO p.rn., Monday 

through Friday, upon reasonable notice to FPL’s counsel, but only in the event that FPL’s Motion 

to Dismiss SUSI as a petitioner, filed January 5, 2004 in this docket, is denied (E General 

Objection No. 1 below). 

I. General Objections 

1. FPL objects to all discovery propounded by SUSI, including the Notice of Taking 

Depositions Duces Tecum attached as Exhibit A, on the ground that SUSI lacks standing to 

participate as a party to this proceeding and that Rule 1.350(a), Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, 

limits requests for production of documents to “[alny party.” FPL incorporates by reference its 



Motion to Dismiss SUSI as a Petitioner in this proceeding filed on January 5,2004, in support of this 

Obj ecicion. 

2. FPL objects to each and every one of the requests for documents that calls for 

information protected by the attorney-client privilege, the work product doctrine, the accountant- 

client privilege, the trade secret privilege, or any other applicable privilege or protection afforded 
R 

by law, whether such privilege or protection appears at the time response is first made or is later 

determined to be applicable for any reason. FPL in no way intends to waive such privilege or 

protection. 

3. FPL objects to providing information that is proprietary, confidential business 

information without provisions in place to protect the Confidentiality of the information. FPL has 

not had sufficient time in every case to determine whether the discovery requests call for the 

disclosure of confidential information. However, if it so determines, it will either file a motion for 

protective order requesting confidential classification and procedures for protection or take other 

actions to protect the confidential information requested. FPL in no way intends to waive claims of 

confidentiality. 

4. FPL is a large corporatioii with employees located in many different locations. In the 

course of its business, FPL creates numerous documents that are not subject to Commission’s or 

other governmental record retention requirements. These documents are kept in numerous locations 

and frequently are moved from site to site as employees change jobs or as business is reorganized. 

Therefore, it is possible that not every relevant document may have been consulted in developing 

FPL’s response. Rather, FPL’s responses will provide all the information that FPL obtained after 

a reasonable and diligent search conducted in connection with this discovery request. To the extent 
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that the discovery requests propose to require inore, FPL objects on the grounds that compliance 

would impose an undue burden or expense on FPL. 

5.  FPL objects to each Request to the extent that it seeks information that is not relevant 

to the subject matter of this docket and is not reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of

admi s si b 1 e evidence. 

6. FPL objects to each Request to the extent it requires FPL to create documents not 

already in existence. 

7.  FPL objects to each Request to the extent it seeks to impose an obligation on FPL to 

respond on behalf of subsidiaries, affiliates, or other persons that are not parties to this case on the 

grounds that such requests are overly broad, unduly burdensome, oppressive, and not permitted by 

applicable discovery rules. The jurisdiction of the Commission concerning the parent and affiliates 

of a utility is limited. See §§366.05(9) and 366.093(1), Fla. Stat. (2002). Moreover, the scope of 

discoveiy from a party is limited to documents within the possession, custody or control of that 

party. Seep e.g,  Southern Bell Telephone and Telegraph Co. v. Deason, 632 So.2d 1377 (Fla. 1994). 

8. FPL objects to each and every Request to the extent it is vague, ambiguous, overly 

broad, imprecise, or utilize terms that are subject to multiple interpretations but are not properly 

defined or explained for purposes of such discovery requests. Any answers provided by FPL in 

response to these Requests for Production will be provided subject to, and without waiver of, the 

foregoing obj ection. 

9. FPL obj ects to providing information to the extent such information is already in the 

public record before the Commission. 
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10. FPL objects to each and every Request to the extent that the information requested 

constitutes proprietary confidential business information under Section 366.093 (3), Florida Statutes, 

andlor under rules promulgated by or orders issued by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission. 

FPL wiil make such information available to Ocean Properties, Ltd. at a mutually agreeable time and 

place pursuant to a mutually agreed upon confidentiality and non-disclosure agreement.

11. FPL objects to each Request that seeks to obtain “all,” “each,” or “every” document 

to the extent that such discovery is Over& Broad and Unduly Burdensome. Any documents that FPL 

may provide in response to Requests will be provided subject to, and without waiver of, this 

objection. 

12. FPL objects to each Request to the extent it is not limited to any stated period of time 

or a stated period of time that is longer than is relevant for purposes of.the issues in this docket, as 

such discovery is Overly Broad and Unduly Burdensome, 

13. FPL expressly reserves and does not waive any and all objections it may have to the 

admissibility, authenticity or relevancy of the documents produced pursuant to the Requests.

Relevance: the Request is not relevant to any specific claims, defenses, issues or 

questions presented in this proceeding and is not reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of 

documents relevant to resolution of these issues. 

b. Undutv Burdensome: the Request is unduly burdensome in that providing the 

requested data (i) would require an unreasonable expenditure of time and resources to search for 
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documents or information, (ii) is cumulative and/or has only a limited likelihood of leading to the 

discovery of documents relevant to resolution of the specific issue and either (a) the value of 

providing the docment is outweighed by the burden of production or (b) Ocean Properties, Ltd. can 

obtain the document through publicly available information.

c. OverZv Broad: the Request seeks a general category of information within which only 

certain portions of the information are reasonably related to the subject matter of this proceeding. 

d. Vague and A~nbiguous: the Request is vague and ambiguous in that it does not 

describe the documents sought with particularity or fails to convey with reasonable clarity what is 

being requested and, as such, FPL cannot reasonably determine the intended meaning, scope or 

limits of the Request.
