Issue 1 : Does the Commission have jurisdiction to review the decision rendered by the AAA pursuant to the 
AT&T/GTE interconnection agreement adopted by TCG? 
Recommendation: Yes.  As a general matter, the Commission has jurisdiction to resolve disputes arising under 
an approved interconnection agreement unless its role is restricted by a binding dispute resolution provision in 
the agreement. Although staff believes that the Commission has jurisdiction to review the AAA decision in this 
case pursuant to Section 364.162, Florida Statutes, this conclusion should not be construed broadly and should 
be limited to the facts presented in this case.
