25-24.51 5 Pay Telephone Service. 

(1) - (9) No change. 

(1 0) Each pay telephone station that wbsh provides access to any interexchange 

company shall provide coin free access, except for Feature Group A access, to all locally 

available interexchange companies. The pay telephone station shall provide such access through 

the forms of access purchased by locally available long distance carriers such as lOXXX+O, 

1 oxxxx+o, 1 0 1 xxxx+o, 
950, toll free (e.g., 800, 877, and 888) access. 

(1 1) - (1 7) No change. 

(1 8)(a) Except as provided in paragraphs (1 8)(b)-@) below, each pay telephone station 

shall conform to sections 4.1.3(17), 4.2.4, 4.2.5,4.2.6,4.5.1,4.31.2, 4.31.3, and 4.31.5 ,793.7.2.3 

imd-794 of the ADA Accessibility Guidelines for Buildings and Facilities, Appendix A to 28 

CFR Part 36, (Julv 1,2003 Edition’) 1 
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A I  17.1 199€9, which sections are is incorporated by reference into this rule. This rule does not 

applv to public text telephone and closed circuit telephones.

(20) Toll Fraud Liability. 

(a) A company providing interexchange telecommunications services or local exchange 

telecommunications services shall not collect fiom a pay telephone provider for charges billed to 

a line for calls wkwh originated from that line through the use of access codes such as 

lOXXX, lOXXXX, 101XXXX, 950, and toll free (e.g., 800, 877, 888) access codes, or when the 
g. 
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call originating fi-om that line otherwise reached an operator position, if the originating line is 

subscribed to outgoing call screening and the call was placed after the effective date of the 

outgoing call screening order.
