Dear Mr. Devlin: 

On July 28,2004, the Department received information concerning an application to add 
and delete potable water territory in Pasco County, by Holiday Utility, Inc. As we understand, 
Holiday Utility, Inc. currently serves portions of Anclote Village and Westwood Village which 
are located in the southwest comer of Pasco County and the far northwest corner of Pinellas 
County (Exhibit 1 - current service territory is shown in blue and the proposed configuration of 
the service temtory after the proposed addition and deletion of territory is crosshatched). 
Pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding between the Public Service Commission (PSC) 
and the Department of Corqmunity Affairs, the Department will provide information to the PSC 
regarding the relationship of the certificate application and the Pasco County comprehensive 
plan, inciuding information about land use categories, irxluding densities and intensities of use 
as well as information regarding patterns of development, and service needs in the County. The 
Department has completed its review and offers the following comments: 

Based on our review, the proposed expansions and deletions by Holiday Utility, Inc., 
appear to be consistent with the Pasco County comprehensive plan. The proposed service 
expansion and deletion areas are currently designated as Residential-6 land use, which allows up 
to six dwelling units per acre. Pasco County Public Facilities Element - Potable Water Policies 
1.1.6 and 2.1.3 require the provision of public water service to lands designated on the Future 
land Use Map as RES-3 (Residential - 3 dwelling units/acre) or higher. The Department does 
not object to the proposed expansions and deletions of potable water services to the affected 
parcels.
