Dear Ms. Bayo: 

Enclosed pursuant to Patti Daniel’s letter of September 10, 2004 are an original and four 
copies of this letter which follows-up on my July 9, 2004 letter to you and responds to Staffs 
letter o f  September 10,2004 in this docket. 

As was referenced in my July 9 letter, Robert Munro, Utilities Director, and Gary Morse, 
the utilities’ rate consultant, met with PSC auditor Charles Winston in the Orlando District office 
on July 14, 2004 regarding the audit exceptions and disclosures. To the extent exceptions or 
disclosures are not addressed in this letter, it means that the response given in the July 9, 2004 
letter is the complete response. 

In general, to the best of Hometown America’s knowledge it has obtained all existing 
continuing property records and source documents for each of the three systems as required by 
Regulations to Govern the Preservation of Records of Electric, Gas and Water Utilities, with the 
exceptions noted in the Staff Audits and utility responses. 

CWS Communities LP (serving Haselton Village) 

Exception No. 1: General ledger books and copies of all supporting invoices are being 
maintained in Florida at the Utility’s local office. It is the understanding of Messrs. Munro and 
Morse from the July 14 meeting that Mr. Winston believed that the written procedures and 
general ledger book with supporting invoices meets NARUC standards. - a 
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Exception No. 3: Customer Billing 

The audit staff noted that Haselton Village (also referred to as the “Park”) does not 
charge or bill 42 of the 285 lots for water service. Ths is currently true. This issue was 
addressed in the PSC order panting the original water certificate in 1989 for CWS Communities 
LP (then Century Realty Funds, Inc. and Haselton Associates, Ltd. d/b/a Route 19A North Joint 
Venture). That order states that the utility had been in operation since 1973, initially as an 
exempt utility providing service to its 150 lots (referred to as Phase I), the cost of which was 
included in rent. In 1985 the utility and mobile home park were sold, the park expanded by 147 
spaces (referred to as Phase II in the order), and a revised lease agreement established for water 
and sewer service for new customers, The 147 Phase I lot residents had what are known as 
“lifetime leases” which by their terms did not allow for separate billing of water and wastewater 
charges. Because of this, the certification order stated with regard to the monthly flat residential 
rates approved: 

“Previously, these rates have been applied to second phase customers added since 
the mobile home park was expanded in 1985. First phase customers have not been billed 
where lifetime leases include utility service within the monthly lease payments. As these 
leases expire, subsequent customers shall be subject to separate water and sewer rates.” 

The utility did not consider these lifetime leaseholders as customers and therefore did not 
bill them. 

Further clarification of the status of the 42 lots not currently being billed for water is that 
16 of lots are governed by lifetime leases. The remaining 26 lots are not technically lifetime 
leases, but are leases which state that the leaseholder does not pay for water. From the point of 
view of the Department of Business and Professional Regulation, these leases are essentially 
treated in the same manner as lifetime leases. 

In addition to not having billed the 42 lots identified above, CWS Communities LP had 
overlooked billing the Park clubhouse. Attached hereto as Attachment “A”, as requested by 
Staff, is the calculation of $230.27 of regulatory assessment fees (RAFs) owed to the PSC based 
upon imputed revenues for the 42 lots and Park clubhouse, calculated from July 29, 2002 
through 2003. The July 29,2002 date is used because that is the date on with the PSC approved 
the transfer of the utility to Chateau, which subsequently merged into the Hometown America 
corporate structure. (Order No. PSC-02-028-FOF-W, Docket 0201 02-WS, transfer fiom CWS 
Communities Trust to CP Limited Partnership, known in Florida as Chateau Communities 
Limited Partnership). There are no model homes in the Park which are connected to the water 
and wastewater systems. 

Because of the lack of clarity of the 1989 certification order, and because it had never 
been brought to Chateau’s attention that the PSC expected the utility to bill these Phase I 
residents as customers, ChateadHometown America requests that it not be required to pay back- 
RAFs on imputed revenue to the 42 lots.

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Nonetheless, it is Hometown America’s understanding based upon instruction from PSC 
Staff that even though the 1989 order’s language may have been unclear, the utility was required 
to bill all Park residents as customers. If the transfer order in this docket clarifies and orders that 
the utility is required to bill all residents as customers, Hometown America will begin billing the 
42 lot residents as required by the PSC. 

Haselton Village as an exemDt wastewater service reseller 

Attached as Attachment “B,” as requested by Staff, are copies of the bills fiom the City 
of Eustis (the “City”) for wastewater service provided to the Park from August 2003 through 
July 2004. For the calendar year 2003, the City charged the Park $20.89 per occupied lot for 
wastewater service. Haselton Village in turn calculated a charge per occupied lot of $20.89 for 
240 residents (due to a scrivener’s error, the residents were charged $20.40 per month, but the 
Park intends to collect the amount undercharged). Thirty-three long time residents paid a 
wastewater charge of $14.40 because when the moved into the Park, the lease capped their 
sewage rate at $14.40. Sixteen residents do not pay any wastewater charge because they hold 
lifetime leases which state that they do not pay for sewer. The Park collects less in revenues than 
it is billed by the City. In 2004, the City changed its billing so that it charges the Park $20.89 per 
lot, whether or not it is occupied, plus has added on a consumption charge based upon the park’s 
master meter. The Park was not aware of this change and for 2004 continued to charge $20.40 
per occupied lot for the 240 residents. However, the Park does intend to charge all 240 residents 
the $20.89 per month, and will add an additional $8.00 per lot to cover the new City 
consumption charge. The $8.00 per lot for consumption is based upon 2004 consumption. The 
Park will also conduct a true-up calculation at the end of 2005 comparing the estimated charge 
with a charge calculated based on actual consumption, and will credit residents if a pro rata share 
based on actual consumption is less than $8.00 per lot. The Park intends that it will not charge 
residents more than the direct pass-through of the base facility charge per lot and pro rata share 
of consumption. The Park has in the past and will continue pay its pro rata share of wastewater 
service for the clubhouse. 

Del Tura Phase I, LLC 

Exception No. 5: Same response as that given by CWS Communities LP, Exception No. 
1, above. 

Audit Disclosure No. 4: Revenues not Billed to Developer 

The utility has unintentionally failed to bill the park owned properties. Staff has 
requested a computation of regulatory assessment fees due. Attached hereto as Attachment “C” 
is a schedule calculating the RAFs due fkom the date of the PSC order approving transfer of the 
utility to Chateau through 2003. (Order No. PSC-96-0770-FOF-SU, issued June 17, 1996 in 
Docket 95078 1 -SU approved transfer of Sun Coast Investment Group, Ltd. from North Trail

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Utilities to Chateau Communities, Inc.). The total RAFs due is $2,214.33. Hometown America 
will assure that revenues for park properties will be accounted for 2004 and subsequent years, 
and that RAFs in the hture will account for these revenues. There are no models in the park 
which are connected to the water or wastewater system. 

CWS Communities LP, d/b/a Palm Valley 

Exception No. 1: See response to CWS Communities LP Exception No. 1, above. 

Exception No. 5: Customer Billing 

The utility inadvertently did not charge the clubhouse and office for water and 
wastewater service prior to March 2004. Staff has requested that the utility calculate the RAFs 
due for this oversight. Attached hereto as Attachment “D” is the calculation of $456.02 of RAFs 
due fkom July 29,2002 through 2003. (Order No. PSC-02-1029-FOF-WS, issued July 29,2002 
in Docket 020122-WS approved transfer of CWS Communities LP d/b/a Palm Valley to CP 
Limited Partnership, known in Florida as Chateau Communities Limited Partnership.) 
Hometown American will assure that the books properly reflect these revenues in the fbture and 
that the RAFs axe therefore also correctly calculated. There are no models in the park that are 
connected to the water and wastewater system. 

Reuse service at Palm Valley: In response to Staffs letter of September 20, 2004, 
attached as Attachment “E” is a list of customers who have received reuse service, but have not 
been billed, how long service has been provided to each of those customers, the amount of 
unbilled revenue for each year for which the service was provided at no charge, and the 
explanation as to why customers have not yet been billed for reuse service.

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Palm Valley reuse service 

The following should help answer the PSC questions referenced in the 9/10/04 
letter from PSC Staff. 

All customers of the utility have been billed for water and wastewater. Reuse is 
the only service currently not being billed. Palm Valley has not charged for reuse service 
because the reuse storage tank capacity is insufficient to meet customer demand. The 
reuse service has been intermittent and very frustrating for customers who are trying to 
water their lawns. Palm Valley does not believe that it should charge for reuse service 
until the service is improved. The utility is preparing to install a larger holding area so 
that reuse is more readily available. Palm Valley would prefer not to begin billing for 
reuse until the system has sufficient capacity. Palm Valley expects to begin actual billing 
January 2005. 

Model homes in the community are not connected to the water or wastewater 
system. The only water being used at the models is reuse to keep the landscaping looking 
good and is used sparingly. 

There is a total of 295 homesites that are approved for reuse utility service plus 
common areas. When first approved by the PSC (reuse rates effective 9/9/02), this total 
included 147 existing homes and 148 vacant homesites in the new phase. Since then, 3 1 
homes have been built in the new phase. 

The following is a list of the 147 homesites that had reuse fiom the time the reuse 
rates were implemented. The second list shows the home lot numbers in the new phase 
that have reuse and the date when usage began.
