A bankruptcy case under chapter 1 1 of the Bankruptcy Code (title 11, United States Code) ha9 been 
filed in this cowt by or against the debior listed on the front side (or the existing case under another 
chapter has been converled to chapter 11). C'hapter 11 allows a debtor to reorganize dr liquidate 
pursuant IO a plan. A plan is riot effective unless confirmed by the court. You may be sent a copy of 
the plan arid a disclowe statenlent telling you about the plan, and you might have the opportunity to 
vote on thc plan. You will be seiit nolice of the date of the confirmatioil hearitig, and you may object' 
to coiifirmatioii of the ptaii aiid attend the confirmation hearing. Unless a trustee is serving, the debtor 
wil1 rentain in possessiion o f  the deblor's property and may continue io operate any business.

Prohibited collection actions are listed in Bankruptcy Code 8 362. Conunon examples of prohibited 
actions include contacting the debtor by telephone, mil or otherwise to demand repayment; taking 
actions to collect money or obtain property from the debtor; repossessing the debtor's property;

Meeting of Creditors A nieeting of crcditors is scheduled for the date, time and location listed on the front side. The 
debtor's representative must be present at the meeting to be questioned under oath by the tmstee and 
by creditors.

If your claim is scheduled 
and is not listed iis disputed, contingent, or unliquidated, it will be allowed in the amount scheduled 
unless you file :I Proof of Claim or yoii arr: sent further notice about the claim. Whether or not your 
claini is schtxluled, you arc permitted to file a Roof of Claim. If your claim is not listed at all or if 
your claim is M e d  as disputed, contingent, or unliquidated, then you must file a h o f  of Claim by 
the "lkadline t o  IYe a I)l.rmf of Claim'' listed on the front side, or you miglit not be paid any money 
011 your claim against the debtor in the bankruptcy case.

Attachments to the claim must not be originals and must not 
exceed 5 pages. If greater than 5 pages, a list or summary must be attached instead. To receive 
acknowledgenient of receipt by the clerk, enclose a copy of the claim and an adequate sized stamped 
self addressed envelope. 'l'hc dcadline for filing objections to claims will be established pursuant to

Discharge of Debts Confirmation of a chapter 11 plan may result in a discharge of debts, which may include all or part of 
your debt. See Baakruptcy Code 9 1141(d). A discharge means that you tnay never try to collect the 
debt from the debtor, except as provided in the plan. 

Batikniptcy Clerk's Office Any paper that you file in this bankruptcy case should be filed at the bankruptcy clerk's office where 
the judge assigned to the case is chambered. You may iiispect all papers filed, including the list of 
the debtor's property and debts, and the list of property claimed as exempt, at this location.

Secured Chim 

A claim is a seciircd claim to the extent that 
the creditor has a Lien on property of the 
debtor (collateral) that gives the creditor the 
right to bc paid from that property before 
crcditocs who do not have liens on the 
property. 

Exampks of liens are a mortgage on real 
estate and a security interest in a car, truck, 
hoat, television set, or other item of property. 
A lieu may h a w  been obtained through a 
cowt proceeding before the bankruptcy case 
began; in some states a court judginent is a 
lien. In rtdditian, to the extent a creditor also 
owes moiiey t n  the dehtor [has a right of 
setol’l). the creditor’s claim may he a secured 
claim. (See also Utisecured C k h . )  

Unsecured Nonpriority Claim 

If a claim is not a secured claim or a priority 
claim it is an unsecured nonpriority claim. A 
claim may be partly secured and partly 
unsecured if the property on which a creditor 
has a lien is not worth enough to pay the 
creditor in full. 

Certain types of unsecured claims are given 
priority, so they are to be paid in bankntptcy 
cases before most other unsecured claims (if 
there is sufficient money or property available 
to pay these claims). The most common types 
of peo~ity claims a= listed on the pmof of 
claim form. Unsecured claims that are not 
specifically given priority status by the 
bankruptcy laws are classified as Unserirred 
Nonprioriry Claims.
