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JOINT PETITION

Joint Petitioners, the City of St. Cloud, (“St. Cloud”) and Progress Energy Florida, Inc., (“Progress Energy”) pursuant to Section 366.04(2)(d), Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-6.0440, Florida Administrative Code, hereby jointly petition the Florida Public Service Commission (the “Commission”) for approval of a territorial agreement between the parties in Osceola and Orange Counties, Florida. Joint Petitioners are electric utilities as defined in Section 366.02(2), Florida Statutes, and are subject to jurisdiction of the Commission with respect to territorial agreements and territorial disputes pursuant to Section 366.04(2)(d) and 

(e), Florida Statutes.  St. Cloud’s principal offices are located at 1300 Ninth Street, St. Cloud, Florida 34769.  Progress Energy’s principal offices are located at 100 Central Avenue, St. Petersburg, Florida 33701.

3.
St. Cloud and Progress Energy have previously entered into a territorial agreement dated July 31, 1970, and approved by the Commission on May 7, 1971, in Order No. 5121, Docket No. 70388-EU, that has been effective in avoiding the uneconomic duplication of facilities within the parties respective Territorial Areas in Osceola and Orange Counties.  On November 4, 2004, St. Cloud and Progress Energy entered into a new territorial agreement re-establishing their Territorial Areas in Osceola and Orange Counties (the “Agreement”), the effectiveness of which is expressly conditioned upon approval by the Commission in its entirety.


4.
The Agreement provides for a term of 15 years from the date of the Commission’s order granting approval.  The respective Territorial Areas of the parties are essentially the same as under the prior agreement, with the exception of several minor modifications to the Territorial Boundary Line to accommodate changed conditions.  None of these boundary line modifications require the transfer of any customers.

A copy of the Agreement, including a map and legal description depicting and defining the Territorial Boundary Line, is appended as Attachment 1 

to this joint petition.  In addition to the map included as an exhibit to the Agreement, the Joint Petitioners are in the process of finalizing a set of large scale color-coded maps that will identify their respective Territorial Areas in much greater detail, and better serve the parties and their service and engineering representatives in administering the Agreement during its term.  Upon completion, the Joint Petitioners will submit these detailed maps by supplemental filing for Commission approval in conjunction with the Agreement.  Also, in accordance with Commission Rule 25-6.0440(1)(f), official General Highway County maps for Osceola and Orange Counties depicting the Territorial Boundary Line established by the Agreement are appended hereto as Attachment 2.

6.
The Joint Petitioners represent that approval of the Agreement will not cause a decrease in the reliability of electrical service to the existing or future customers of either utility.  To the contrary, the Joint Petitioners assert that approval of the Agreement will (a) enable the two utilities to plan and operate their systems more efficiently and thereby serve to improve reliability, (b) further the objective of eliminating uneconomic duplication of facilities, and (c) promote the Commission’s long-standing policy of encouraging territorial agreements between and among Florida’s electric utilities.

WHEREFORE, St. Cloud and Progress Energy jointly request that the Commission grant this Joint Petition and approve the Territorial Agreement between the parties, as set forth in Attachment 1 hereto.
