Based on researches, inspection, engineering analyses, video logs and related activities, GAI 
Consultants, Inc. (GAI) concluded the following: 

A. Permit 

Opinion 1: 
(TCU). 

The Permit addresses the necessary actions by Tymber Creek Utilities, Inc. 

Basis of Opinion: 

Permit FLAOI 11 93 issued on August 16, 201 0 required a list of improvements actions shall be 
completed. These improvements provide reasonable assurance that the system will function as 
intended (compliance with 62-604.1 30( 1) and Rule 62-600.41 0(6), F.A.C.). 

Verification of Basis: 

Rule 62-604.1 30(1), F.A.C. prohibits: 

“The release or disposal of excreta, sewage, or other wastewaters or residuals without 
providing proper treatment approved by the Department; construction or operation of a 
wastewater collection system not in compliance with this rule; or any act otherwise violating 
provisions of this rule or of any other rules of the Department. ” 

Mr. Gerry Hartman, P.E. personally inspected the system on September 27, 2010 and found 
there was no evidence of leaking force main and discharge of untreated sewage. Therefore, 
the system complies with this rule. 

Rule 62-600.41 0(6), F.A.C. requires: 

“All facilities and equipment necessary for the treatment reuse, and disposal of domestic 
wastewater and domestic wastewater residuals shall be maintained, at a minimum, so as to 
function as intended. ” 

Based on a letter from Engineer of Record dated September 2, 2010, the improvements 
required in the Permit (See Page 11 VI Schedules 1) have been completed/or soon to be 
completed. Therefore, the system is functioning as intended. 

Opinion 2: 
collection system in compliance with Rule 62-620.320(6), F.A.C. 

The Permit and the actions of TCU include specific repairs that resutt in a 

Bask of Opinion: 

The Permit contains specific conditions necessary to provide reasonable assurance. These 
required improvements have been done and will be done (proposed in TCU Capital 
lrnprovement Programs (CIP)) to conform to this assurance. 

Rule 62-620.320(6), F.A.C. says: 



““Any permit that the Department issues shall contain specific conditions necessary to 
provide reasonable assurance that Department rules will be met, ” 

The FDEP included an improvement schedule as a condition of the permit (Page 11 of the 
Permit FLAO11193 issued on August 16, 2010). Therefore, the permit contains specific 
conditions necessary to provide reasonable assurance. 

TCU completed a series of upgrades and improvements in the system since the assurance of 
the permit. In May and June 2010, TCU performed a video testing of the collection system, 
cleaned the system and did some point repairs. The completed and committed improvements 
as documented herein in my opinion provide reasonable assurance to the FDEP concerning 
compliance. 

Opinion 3: 
remedial action of the system. 

The Permit required a sufficient specific investigation for integrity and 

Basis of Opinion: 

Item 2 and Item 3 in the schedule of Permit required that TCU shall perform leakage test of the 
force main and repair the Phase I collection system where there is evidence of infiltration and 
inflow problems. TCU performed a dye test of the force main in April 2010 and video 
inspections of the collection system in May and June, 2010 to find probable leaks in the 
collection system. 

Verification of Basis: 

The following reports and documents verified that sufficient specific investigations were 
completed. 

1) Engineering Evaluation Report of Wastewater Collection and Transmission System 
prepared by McKirn and Creed, dated July 2009. 

2) Inspection reports and DVDs prepared by American In-line Inspection, Inc. dated May 
11,2010and June 1,2010. 

3) Engineer letter from Engineer of Record to Mrs. Denise Judy, Manager, Domestic 
Wastewater Permitting, FDEP, dated September 2, 201 0. 

Opinion 4: 
and operated by TCU. 

The Permit required a specific evaluation of the collection system owned 

Basis of Opinion: 

Item 3 in the schedule of Permit required TCU shall repair the Phase I collection system where 
there is evidence of infiltration and inflow problems. The complete system evaluation has been 
accomplished via performance of video and cleaning activities. I concur with McKim and Creed, 
F’A, engineers’ findings about those areas that do not need for specific video and cleaning. 



Verification of Basis: 

Two previous engineering firms (McKim and Creed, PA, and Cadenhead Environmental 
Engineering Services, Inc.) and American In-line Inspection, Inc. accomplished a specific 
evaluation of the collection system owned and operated by TCU. Engineering Reports, 
engineer letter to the FDEP, and video logs documented these activities. GAI Consultants, Inc. 
reviewed the previous work and conducted the work for this report. 

McKim and Creed made determination that the upland portion of the system has not show 
evidence of problems and did not need to be video activities and cleaning. This is typical with 
collection systems, there is less inflow and or infiltration where the manholes are at higher 
topographic levels than where are lower given all other characteristics being equal. Therefore 
the appropriate areas were investigated completely. 

This engineering report delineates the expected operational activities and contractor costs. For 
budgetary purposes, an engineering fee of 10% and a utility overhead rate of 20% should be 
used. Finally, it is expected that an annual inflationary factor of 5% be used due to the small 
size of the projects and the fill-in multi-year nature of the procurement anticipated to the vendor 
chosen. In other words, a single contract for all of the work would be let allowing for inflation 
and flexibility in the timing of the work for the contractor to assure the lowest possible bid and to 
attain results in the priority basis which is delineated herein. 

Opinion 5: The proper FDEP permitting by FDEP has occurred. 

Basis of Opinion: 

The completed improvements and repairs to the collection system are modifications associated 
with routine maintenance. Therefore, there is no general or individual construction permit 
required. 

Verification of Basis: 

A series of improvements completed by TCU were either related to routine maintenance (video 
inspection) or associated with ancillary and electrical equipment (lift station pump replacement). 
These activities do not require a collection system permit as defined in Rule 62-604.600, F.A.C. 

“(2) The following activities do not require a collection system permit. 

(a) Replacement of any facilities with new facilities of the same capacity at the 
same location as the facilities being replaced; 

(b) Construction of any single gravity or non-gravity individual service connection 
from a single building to a gravity collection system; however, construction of a 
non-gravity connection from other than a single family residence to an existing 
force main system requires a permit; 

(c) Construction of a low pressure (grinder pump or STEP) or vacuum sewer 
individual service connection where the system serving tbe area has been 
previously permitted by the Department; 

(d) Instalation of odor control facilities; 
(e) Modifications associated with routine maintenance; or 
(f) Modifications associated with ancillary and electrical equipment and structures. ” 



Opinion 6: The issuance of the Permit meets the all applicable rules and regulations. 

Basis of Opinion: 

FDEP actions are similar to other situations and follow the rules and regulations. The repairs 
and improvements provide reasonable assurance to the FDEP that the transport of raw sewage 
is compliant to existing regulations. 

Verification of Basis: 

As stated previously, the FDEP Permit included sufficient specific conditions to provide 
reasonable assurance to meet FDEP’s rules. An improvement schedule required seven actions 
needed to be done by TCU. TCU have completed or will soon perform these improvements. 

6. TCU COMPLIANCE 

Opinion 1: TCU is compliant with permit conditions and provides reasonable 
assurance that the FDEP’s rules will be met. 

Basis of Opinion: 

The operation and maintenance plan and schedule in Chapter 7 of the Operation and 
Maintenance Performance Report (OMPR) provided a remedial action plan. Subsequently this 
plan was included in the permit as special conditions. Since then, TCUl has completed/or will 
soon perform required improvements. These activities demonstrated that TCUl is compliant 
with permit conditions and the system functions as intended. 

Verification of Basis: 

There are seven (7) items on the list of Improvement Action required by the Permit as follows: 

1. Fix the monitoring wells to correct concrete pads, install outer protective casings, and 
notify the Department of the completion in writing. 

2. Perform leakage test of force main from the last lift station to the treatment plant, fix any 
leaks, and re-test until satisfactory (200 gallons per inch of pipe diameter per mile per 
day using minimum positive head of 2 feet for water test, or per ASTM F- 14 17 for plastic 
pipe for air test). Notify the Department of completion in writing. 

3. Repair the Phase 1 collection system piping, where there is evidence of water intrusion, 
infiltration, or inflow to, by grouting, etc., and notify the Department of completion in 
writing. 

4. Compare rainfall and total flow through the treatment plant. 
5. Evaluate the efficacy of the filtration system monthly, change the filter media if there are 

any TSS violations after January 2010, and notify the Department of all actions in 
writing. 

6. Provide an engineering report summarizing the results of items 2-5 above. 
7. Identify and correct any additional infiltration problems based on the engineering report 

required in item #6, above, and notify Depaflment in writing of completion. 

1U-J installed pads and locking well covers on the monitoring wells on May 2010, which 
satisfied Item 1 ~ 
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On April 7, 2010, dye testing was conducted on line from lift station to plant (force main). No dye 
was noted escaping the line. Therefore, GAI don't think the pressure test required by Item 2 in 
the permit is necessary because: 

(1) Dye testing is one of three (3) basic tests that are performed on sewer lines to evaluate 
existing conditions. They are dye testing, pressure testing, and smoke testing. The dye 
test did not indicate any leakage of the force main. 

(2) There is no visual evidence of leakage based on the latest inspection (on September 
27, 2010). 

(3) Since there is no current evidence that the force main is leaking, pressure testing is not 
a cost effective activity. A 30-minute standpipe test is recommended to verify if there is 
leakage of the force main. Also reasonable assurance can be approximated by 
comparing the run times of the lift station and pump flow characteristics with the 
wastewater treatment plant (WWTP) flow records on an annual basis. A substantial 
leak which is alleged would be readily observed in that comparison knowing that run 
times are not as precise as the WWTP flow meter as corrected with sludge wasting and 
other items in the case that future inspections again show no evidence of a leak. 

GAI reviewed video logs and found that cleaning and root removal are needed. During the 
video inspection, TCU jet cleaned some sewer lines and removed roots in certain lines. The 
abandonment and sealing of one (1) stub out was also accomplished. Other repairs and 
maintenance will be an on-going maintenance program in 10-year. These activities will be 
reported to the FDEP when they are performed. Therefore, Item 3 in the permit will be satisfied. 

Item 4 and Item 5 are on-going programs. 

Item 6 will be accomplished by providing this engineering report. 

Item 7 is a continuing maintenance program, coinciding with Item 3. 

Opinion 2: TCU is financially capable of complying with permit conditions. 

Basis of Opinion: 

'TCU has previously been found by the Florida Public Service Commission (FPSC) as having 
and demonstrating proof of financial responsibility. 

Verification of Basis: 

TCU is a certificated investor-owned utility (252S, wastewater certificate). To get a certificate 
from FPSC, sufficient financial ability is needed to render reasonably sufficient, adequate and 
efficient service. Also a capital structure must demonstrate that any future constructions will be 
appropriately financed and will not adversely impact the rates and service charges. All these 
requirements are to protect the public health, welfare, and interest. 

Those completed improvements were financed by TCU and will be budgeted into their Capital 
Improvement Programs (CIP). Therefore, TCU is capable of fund its routine operation and 
inainlenance of facilities to provide intended services. 



The FPSC required rate base reflecting capital improvements/investment to the system will 
exceed $56,265 with an average ASL of 7-10 years. This increased rate base is a regulatory 
requirement and is 100% used and useful. In addition, the increased operational costs will 
average approximately $47,705 per year as a regulatory requirement and also 100% used and 
useful for the next ten years and are recommended to be re-evaluated at the term at that time 
for the next projection period. Both items should be recovered in the rates of TCU to its 
customers which will necessitate additional rate level adjustments from the historic and 
projected test years (See Section 3).

Presently the City of Ormond Beach wastewater rates as charged outside the city limits are 
$23.60 for 0-2,000 gallons per month and $6.49 per thousand gallons for over 2,000 gallons per 
month of water metered. In comparison, the existing TCU wastewater rates are $15.89 as base 
rate and $5.78 per 1,000 gallon per month of water metered. We expect that the future rates 
will be increased significantly to address the needs of the system and the regulatory 
requirements.

For Item 20, we prioritized all necessary repairs based on the video inspection and 
recommendations by previous engineering studies. We suggest that TCU should accomplish 
these repairs in a IO-year period.
