CANCELLING CERTIFICATE OF AUTHORITY 
BY THE COMMISSION:

On January 24, 2014, Advanced Communications Southeast, Inc. (Advanced Communications Southeast) sent staff a letter requesting cancellation of its Certificate of Authority No. 8813.  The Commission issued Order No. PSC-14-0072-FOF-TX on January 31, 2014, cancelling Advanced Communications Southeast’s Certificate of Authority No. 8813. This filing must be completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.  The notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure
